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Inside this issue: 

The spring rush of migration has subsided, leaving us 
with the familiar species that breed in our area.  
Although a few of our local species, like the Golden-
cheeked Warbler, are already close to the end of their 
breeding cycle, many others are in full song. So it is 
with two closely related nocturnal species; the Lesser 
Nighthawk (Chordeiles acutipennis) and the Common 
Nighthawk (C. minor), both of which breed within the 
San Antonio city limits. 
 
Lesser Nighthawks arrive 
here in numbers in early 
April, becoming numerous 
some weeks ahead of the 
Common Nighthawk. The 
northernmost population of 
the Lesser Nighthawk occu-
pies a breeding range ex-
tending from South Texas 
and Northern Mexico west 
to the Central Valley of 
California. Separate popu-
lations of this species occur 
in the more arid parts of 
Central and South America.  
 
While some tropical Lesser Nighthawk populations are 
sedentary, the northernmost population winters primar-
ily in Central America. The breeding range of the Com-
mon Nighthawk, in contrast, encompasses almost all of 
North America north almost to the tree line, and south 
locally to the Highlands of Central America. The spe-
cies is highly migratory, with most individuals wintering 
in Southern Brazil and Argentina. 
 
The two nighthawks are so similar in appearance that 
identifying individuals to species can be problematic, 
but they do exhibit differences in behavior.  
 
The courtship display of the Common Nighthawk is a 
familiar sight over much of North America. The males 
call a repeated, nasal “peent” high in the evening air 
before diving steeply down. The wind rushing though 

the primaries of the downswept 
wings on pull-out generate a 
distinctive “whoosh.” The flight 
displays of the Lesser Night-
hawk are less flamboyant; the 
male pursuing the female low 
over the rooftops on down-
curved wings, while giving a 
distinctive whinnying call. 
 
Although considerable overlap 
exists, Lesser Nighthawks more usually forage close to 
the ground, displaying a quick wingbeat and an erratic 
style of flight. Common Nighthawks commonly forage 
higher in the air, with a more languid and “floppy” wing-
beat. Both species, however, capitalize upon the 
swarms of insect drawn to city lights and may be seen 
foraging low over parking lots and shopping malls.   
 
Somewhat surprisingly, given the extravagant and  
persistent displays of male Common Nighthawks in  
particular, both these species form monogamous pair 
bonds. No nest is constructed; the usual clutch of two 
cryptically colored eggs is placed upon the ground in an 
open area. In both species the female alone incubates 
the eggs and the male usually rests close by. The 
downy young are tended primarily by the male, and are 
able to fly by around 
three weeks of age. One 
brood per year is the 
norm.   
 
Daytime heat can pre-
sent more of a threat to 
the developing eggs 
than does cold, particu-
larly in the case of the 
desert-dwelling Lesser 
Nighthawk. Sitting night-
hawks in full sun raise the feathers on their backs to 
create an insulative layer and orient themselves so that 
their open mouths are facing away from the sun. The 
lining of the large mouth is copiously supplied with

blood vessels; the birds panting and fluttering their 
throats to cool themselves.  
 
In extreme heat, nighthawks may actually be able to 
cool their eggs by closely sitting upon them; Lesser 
Nighthawks possess abdominal air sacs just under the 
skin. This species, too, has areas of highly vascular-
ized skin on the forehead that cool the brain during 
periods of heat stress. Presumably, both these heat-
dissipating adaptations are shared to at least some 
degree by the larger Common Nighthawk, as both  
species are able to nest in the forbidding environment 
of flat rooftops in urban areas.   
 
The Lesser Nighthawk inhabits arid and semi-arid  
areas while the Common Nighthawk is found across 
the Temperate Zone. In areas of range overlap, a  
considerable degree of habitat overlap also exists.  
The exact degree and function of territoriality in these 
species is not well understood. Individual breeding 
pairs do defend territories around the nest. The exact 
size of these defended territories apparently varies 
with location and circumstance. Both species also  
respond to the presence of the other within these  
territories and, in areas where both occur, the smaller 
and more agile Lesser Nighthawk is able to exclude 
the larger Common Nighthawk.

Prothonotary Warbler at Leon Creek on 4/25

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April is the month many Texas birders live for. The 
spectacle of migration can be breathtaking, but this 
year it did seem that the migrants were fewer than 
usual. Off-shore winds encouraged birds to stay to the 
east or just keep going north. Even though it is disap-
pointing to birders, it’s good for the birds, making their 
long journey a bit easier. Despite this, some great birds 
were seen. 
 
A Whip-poor-will was heard calling at Warbler Woods 
on April 2. Helen Rejzek found two Yellow-headed 
Blackbirds at Mitchell Lake Audubon Center. Water 
levels were still quite high, so shorebird habitat was 
almost non-existent. Yet, Helen was able to find a few 
Long-billed Dowitchers and a Greater Yellowlegs, also 
on April 2. April 3 brought a male Scott’s Oriole to Les-
lie Linehan’s yard in Spring Branch. The same day, 
Helen Rejzek led a trip to Medina River Natural Area 
and heard four Northern Parulas singing. The group 
also saw three Swainson’s Hawks. After leaving the 
park, Helen Rejzek and Bill Zwartjes checked out  
Evans Lake and saw Pectoral Sandpipers, Long-billed 
Dowitchers, both Greater and Lesser Yellowlegs, and a 
few Baird’s Sandpipers.  
 
Steve Hawkins found a number of Golden-cheeked 
Warblers at Government Canyon on the Wildcat  
Canyon Trail on April 4. Curt Harwerth had Common 
Nighthawks flying over the Target parking lot at 1604 
and Blanco on April 6. A Brown Thrasher was seen 
well by Malcolm Mark Swan at Ave. A on April 9. A 
first-of-season Gray Catbird was reported from Warbler 
Woods by Marilyn Kirkus. Eight Nashville Warblers 
were also seen.  
 
The annual Mitchell Lake Birdathon was held on April 
10. As mentioned previously, high water levels made 
for poor shorebirding, but Curt McCamy found a west-
ern Palm Warbler, a very unusual bird for Bexar 
County, working the area around the bridge at the 
north end of the polders. He also had two Western 
Kingbirds, two Bell’s Vireos and five Cinnamon Teal. 
Mariann Golden checked out the area around Evan’s 
Lake after the Birdathon and found good numbers of 
sparrows, including a singing Cassin’s, Clay-colored 
and Grasshopper.  
 
Malcolm Mark Swan had an Indigo Bunting, a Great-
crested Flycatcher and a Nashville Warbler on Ave A,

April 13. Georgina Schwartz led a group to Mitchell 
Lake the same day and found both Western and East-
ern Kingbirds, four Solitary Sandpipers and a Sora. 
Helen Rejzek visited the Blue-wing Road sod farm on 
April 14 and saw two Buff-breasted Sandpipers and an 
American Golden-Plover feeding. A Tennessee  
Warbler was seen April 14 and a Yellow Warbler on 
April 15 at Warbler Woods, along with Indigo Buntings. 
Marcin Kotjka had an Eastern Wood-Pewee at Leon 
Creek Greenbelt on April 15.  
 
After rain on the previous day, April 16 was very pro-
ductive throughout the area. A Yellow-throated Warbler 
was seen at Warbler Woods. Lee Pasquali had a sing-
ing Blue Grosbeak in north San Antonio, near 1604 
and Bitters. Keith Bartels passed along a report from 
other birders at Ave A, who saw Tennessee, Hooded, 
Black-throated Green and Yellow Warblers. Keith 
birded Tobin Park, where he observed Mississippi 
Kites, 700 Broad-winged Hawks, a Yellow-throated 
Vireo, two Red-eyed Vireos, a Swainson’s Thrush, an-
other Tennessee Warbler, two Ovenbirds, a Northern 
Parula, 30 Nashville Warblers and a Summer Tanager. 
Tina Gilson added seven Indigo Buntings and an Or-
chard Oriole for Ave. A.  
 
Birding was very good at the San Antonio Botanical 
Garden on April 17. Brad Wier found a foraging Worm-
eating Warbler outside of the bird blind. He also saw a 
Yellow-breasted Chat, Brown-crested Flycatchers, a 
Swainson’s Thrush and a Least Flycatcher. Mariann 
Golden had a productive day at Mitchell Lake Audubon 
Center on April 18. Her group found 21 Anhingas at 
Bird Pond, migrating Broad-winged and Swainson’s 
Hawks, Great Crested and Ash-throated Flycatchers 
and Orchard Orioles. Basin One had started to dry up 
a bit, providing some shoreline for Least, Western and 
Baird’s Sandpipers. Andy Garcia reported two Yellow-
throated Warblers from Mission San Juan Acequia 
Park, also on April 18. Keith Bartels found two Hooded 
Warblers, one at Judson Nature Trail in the morning 
and one at Tobin Park in the afternoon.  
 
On April 19, Tim Stone had a Brown Pelican at Braunig 
Lake. A flock of 20 Yellow-winged Blackbirds was 
feeding along the roadside. Ryan Smith found another 
Worm-eating Warbler on Ave A the same day. On the 
opposite side of the river, Helen Rejzek saw a Blue-
winged Warbler on River Road. Painted Bunting re-
ports started coming in on April 20, with a sighting at 
Leon Creek Greenbelt by Helen Rejzek. A Yellow-
throated Vireo was at Warbler Woods, also on April 20. 
Lora Render found a Northern Waterthrush at the 
Salado Creek Greenbelt that day.

On April 25 a male Lazuli Bunting was reported from 
Warbler Woods, along with an American Redstart, 
two Wilson’s Warblers and a Yellow-breasted Chat. 
Malcolm Mark Swan had ten Lark Buntings on Mathis 
Road, in south Bexar County, including two mostly 
breeding-plumaged singing males. The following day, 
April 26, the number had doubled to 20 with four 
males. Warbler Woods reported a Golden-winged 
Warbler, Blackburnian Warbler, Wood Thrush and 
Rose-breasted Grosbeak on April 29.  

On April 28, Georgina Schwartz, Karen Moulder, 
Knox Miller and I weeded the gardens. Knox then 
piled the weeds to block a bike trail that had been 
worn down a cliff, hoping this will prevent the riders 
from using the trail and causing further erosion. 
 
The weed-pulling project became a big job, so I 
called the City of Alamo Heights to help and to do 
some trimming so that small trees such as a Cedar 
Elm and two Anaquas would have more sunlight and 
a better chance of thriving. Many thanks to the Alamo 
Heights employees who put in approximately 30 
hours of work on May 3 and May 4: Alfred Diaz, 
Emilio Cintron, Mark Ramirez, Richard Garza, Jimmy 
Faireaz, Roberto Ortega, Jesus Torres, Corey An-
toine, Miti Tufuga and Jesse Ortega.

Ten birders met in the drizzle on the SAAS annual visit 
to the Fenstermakers' ranch in northwest Bexar 
County. Georgina Schwartz reports that the creek was 
flowing, watercress were flourishing, bluebonnets were 
beautiful, and the Canyon Wren had returned. And, 
most importantly, that the brownies were wonderful. 

The light drizzle lasted almost to noon, but did not deter 
the group from finding six Golden-cheeked Warblers, 
two Black-chinned Hummingbirds, a beautiful Yellow-
rumped Warbler that proved an ID challenge, and an 
Ash-throated Flycatcher. A total of 27 species was 
tabulated, and everyone enjoyed a great lunch. Thank 
you, Mary and Bebe, for a great morning. 
 
Mission San Juan, 4/18 
Andy and Wendy Garcia led this walk and found 48 
species. In addition to the Yellow-throated and Nash-
ville Warblers, American Pipits and Cedar Waxwings, 
highlights included watching the sky as a steady 
stream of 50 raptors per minute flew overhead for 
about 15 minutes straight. Most were Swainson's 
Hawks. Also in the mix at intermittent intervals were 
hundreds of swallows at a very high altitude.  
 
Leon Creek Greenway, 4/20 
Helen Rejzek was joined by Mike Creese on this walk. 
Helen reported a nice assortment of birds along the 
paved trail and around the pond, for a total of 45 spe-
cies. The two male Indigo Buntings were stunning and 
the female Painted Bunting was a first of the season 
(FOS) for Helen. Later, at O.P. Schnabel Park, Helen 
saw several Nashville Warblers, an Audubon's Yellow-
rumped Warbler and two Spotted Towhees.  
 

 

 
FIELD TRIP REPORTS 

 

Jackson Nature Park, 4/25   
A group of nine enjoyed a spring morning at Wilson 
County’s Jackson Nature Park on a trip led by Eva 
Fromme. The SA River Authority maintains the trails 
at this wonderful park, allowing access to Cibolo 
Creek, featuring riparian areas and interesting sand-
stone geology. The plants and wildflowers were en-
joyed along with listening and looking for birds. 
Among the group were two visitors from Seattle, so 
the Northern Cardinals as well as the Painted Bun-
tings were birds of interest. Species totaled 31.  
 
James Kiehl River Bend Park, 4/27   
Sandi Wheeler and Karen Moulder led nine others on 
the field trip to this park in Comfort, TX. Despite initial 
trouble getting into the park due to flooded roads, 
they were quickly rewarded with a Blue Grosbeak 
near the parking lot. The highlight was a Green King-
fisher, to the delight of visitors from Seattle. A couple 
of Nashville Warblers were the only warblers seen. 
Western Kingbirds, Eastern Bluebirds, and Barn 
Swallows were common. Species total was 36.  
 
Comanche Lookout Park, 5/1 
Fifteen birders enjoyed a cool and cloudy morning at 
the park for a field trip led by Karen Moulder. Due to 
the wind and the thick foliage and underbrush, finding 
birds was a challenge at first. Nashville Warblers and 
Yellow-breasted Chats were heard in a couple of 
areas. The best birds of the day were Lark Bunting, 
Yellow-billed Cuckoo, Baltimore Oriole, Dickcissel 
and Common Ground-Dove. Species totaled 34.  
 

Tobin Park, 5/2 
Mariann Golden led a group of 17 
on this walk. They had a great time 
with some wonderful friends and 
newcomers. The group counted 56 
species, including very busy war-
blers and other migrants. The best 
birds were a beautiful Scarlet Tana-
ger and a Bay-breasted Warbler, 
but who could argue with a Rose-
breasted Grosbeak or Baltimore 
Orioles? The Barred Owl showed 
himself well as he slept on his limb.   
 
Live Oak City Park, 5/4 
A Barred Owl was the highlight of the SAAS trip 
around Live Oak City Park in Bexar Co., led by Sandi 
Wheeler. The group saw four warbler species and 
had great looks at Yellow-crowned Night-Herons.

Judson Nature Trails, 5/8 
Georgina Schwartz led this walk around a very windy 
Olmos Basin. Highlights of the 21 species were two  
Great Crested Flycatchers, a Yellow-crowned Night- 
Heron, four Western Kingbirds and their nest near the 
swimming pool, Crested Caracaras and an Ash-
throated Flycatcher.  
 
Warbler Woods, 5/9 
Sandi Wheeler reported that 17 people 
joined Susan and Don Schaezler at 
their Warbler Woods Bird Sanctuary for 
this field trip. Two groups were formed, 
one of which birded around the prop-
erty and the other stayed at the pond 
behind the house.
